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RULES

The main object of the Society is to stage an annual event to encourage a celebration and display of
the products, animals, skills and endeavours of the residents of Crosby Ravensworth Parish and the
wider community, and to give all the opportunity to meet with family and friends in a traditional
country manner.

The Society shall be managed by a Committee, five to form a quorum. The funds to be derived from
donations and subscriptions of members, and the money taken at the entrance on the day of the
Exhibition.

There shall be one Public Exhibition each year, to be held on the last Thursday in August.

Every Exhibitor shall give to the Secretary by 10™ August (barring the exceptions) , an exact list of all
he/she intents to exhibit, after which any member of the Committee shall be at liberty to view the
same, growing at the Exhibitors property. Items incorrectly entered on that list shall not be entitled to
a prize. Articles exhibited shall be ticketed to their order of merit. Where there is no competition the
judges shall be at liberty to adjudge what prize the object exhibited deserves, or no prize at all.

On the day of the show everything to be exhibited in the marquee must be brought to the place of
exhibition by 9.30 am, after which hour nothing will be received and the quantities expressed on the
prize list must be strictly adhered to. All items must be displayed with both the relevant class numbers
and the exhibitor’s number; failure to comply will result in that item not being judged. The exhibition
marquee shall be open to the public at 1.30 pm. Exhibits must not be removed from the marquee
before 4.00, unless under special circumstances and agreed by the section steward.

All subscribers of £7.00 (exclusive of entrance fees) and upwards, to be considered ‘members of the
society’ and shall have one ticket of free admission to the show. Entrance fee for visitors to the show
will be £7.00; children over 5 years of age £2.00.

All vegetables, fruit and flowers exhibited for prizes must have been really and truly his/her property
for two months previous to the show. All root vegetables exhibited to be washed.

‘An Amateur’ shall be understood to be one who does not constantly employ a gardener, and no
professional gardener shall exhibit in the class.

Anyone exhibiting plants, flowers, fruit or vegetables belonging to another and entering them as
his/her or by artifice or deception, shall forfeit all claim to such prizes which may have been awarded
to him/her, and such persons will be debarred the privilege of competing at three succeeding shows.
In the case any dispute shall arise under these rules, the decision of the committee shall be final.

The committee will not be responsible for any accident to persons or loss or damage to any article or
animal during the day of exhibition, or in transit, but all ordinary care will be taken.

All entrance fees for exhibits to be paid when entries are submitted for entry.

The decision of the judges on all points shall be final.

The committee reserve the right to transfer any exhibit in one class to a more suitable class.

All protests must be in writing, accompanied by a deposit of £1.00 and handed to the Secretary not
later than two days after the show day. In the event of the protest not being sustained, deposit will
be forfeited.

The prizes as a rule will be paid in full, but should the show suffer financially through circumstances
over which the committee has no control, a proportionate part of such prize money may be withheld.
In the event of there being fewer than three entries in any class, prize money may be halved.

ALL PRIZE MONEY (classes 1 — 183) WILL BE PAID ON SHOW DAY AFTER 4.30pm; THOSE FAILING TO
DRAW THEIR MONEY SHALL FORFEIT THE SAME TO THE SOCIETY.

All Cups and Trophies, to be returned to the Secretary at LEAST ONE MONTH BEFORE THE SHOW.
The recipient is responsible for them until they are returned and must agree to their ‘safe keeping’
on Show Day.

All subscribers giving prize money on behalf of the show are reminded that this money should be paid
together with their annual subscriptions.

Anyone living within, Crosby Ravensworth Parish is classed as local and eligible to compete for
trophies described as ‘local’. (The only exceptions to this rule are class 336 — horse or pony from the
parish, classes 70 — 73: parish gardens and class 74: parish Environmental Award).
